1. We can be easily influenced by the world’s ideas on wealth.  As a result, our ideas of how to handle money and possessions do not always match God’s.

2. The way we handle our resources can actually affect our relationship with God.
‘Well done, good and faithful servant.  You were faithful with a few things, I will put you in charge of many things; enter into the joy of your master.’

3. The first commandment tells us to put no other gods before us.  This includes our money and possessions.
